Your journal is your “treasure chest” of ideas, impressions, observations, aspirations, reflections, and other thoughts.  You may organize your journal in whatever way you choose, but be sure to clearly DATE and TITLE each entry so that I can see what you have added each time I check it.

I will be providing time in class once a week for you to write, but you should be writing at least 2 other times outside of class.

Here is a list of the sorts of things you could write about:

· The prompts I provide in class.

· Character development for a role you are working on.

· Observations on people, animals, places, objects, and life in general.

· Memories that connect you to particular emotions.

· Reflections on personal progress, successes and failures, growth and hindrances.

· Notes on plays you read or see.

· Notes on articles, videos, quotes or other external inspirations.

You can write anything you want. Yes, I will read it, but I will not censor your work. However, I am required by law to report suspected child abuse and criminal activity.

Journals will have a large impact on your grade, so be sure to enter something at least 3 times a week. Write your name clearly on the outside of your journal, please.

· Each entry must be DATED and TITLED. 

· Please leave a 1” space above each new entry.

· Use a blue or black pen and write legibly.

· Write a ½ page minimum for a C grade, ¾ for a B and a full page for an A on each entry.
