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Course Description: 
Stagecraft is a one-year elective career technology education class open to students who have been recommended by the Drama teacher.  Stagecraft is designed to acquaint the student with the basic backstage skills and safety measures required to plan and produce scenery, lighting, and sound for the theatre. We will discuss and practice set building, scenic painting, props, lighting, sound, costuming, makeup, and stage management. The course is based in hands-on work backstage, plus in-class discussions based on assigned readings and video lessons. Participation in LHHS drama productions is a requirement.
All students in Stagecraft are required to work on a production!!!

Expectations and Rules:

Keep your feet off of and do not climb over the seats in the theatre.  Be responsible for your own property and the tools and materials you are borrowing, and keep your hands off others’ belongings.
